     1. Class Participation grade   a.  proper playing posture

     2. Chair test grades  
     3. Practice Homework - every week you will be assigned a small section of material to practice at home.  Once 

you have PERFECTED it, you will need to record a VIDEO of yourself performing the assigned material.  This must be turned in within 1 week of when it was assigned for credit.  Please email the video to sanchezro@hobbsschools.net.  If you cannot email the video, you can play (on your instrument or recording) the assignment for me before or after school!  
4. Performances - required for this performance-based class (Christmas Concert, Hobbs Solo Festival, PreContest 
Concert, Concert and Sightreading Festival, & Spring Concert)

     5. Sectionals- these will begin in January and last through the beginning of March.  Passing off music at 

these sectionals is a requirement to attend the District Concert and Sightreading Festival.
     6. Extra credit – can be earned for attending other Band or Symphony concerts.  Turn in a concert 

program, signed by a performer or director, as proof of your attendance.

Missed Work – It is your job to make up work from absences.  It’s a zero if you don’t make it up!

Improving Grades – I will allow you to replay Chair Tests to improve your grade.  This 

must be done before/after school!!!  Deadline to improve grades 1st nine weeks – 9/28; 

2nd nine weeks – 12/7; 3rd nine weeks – 2/22; 4th nine weeks – 5/10.

Practicing 
It is important that you practice you instrument outside of class.  Thirty (30) minutes a day will help you improve at lot.  Try to make a consistent effort to practice 30 minutes every school day!  

Class Expectations
1.  Participate to the best of your ability 

-This includes being on time, having all supplies, and trying your hardest.

2.  Be respectful of your classmates, our classroom, our equipment, and any adults in the class.

-Water is ok.  No other drinks, gum, or food is allowed in class.


-If it’s not yours, don’t touch it!

3.  Rehearsal guidelines:


-Bring instrument accessories with you to your chair (extra reeds, valve oil, cork grease, etc.)

-Play when asked (and not out of turn)


-If you need Kleenex or your pencil sharpened, quietly go take care of this.


-Avoid talking to your neighbors


-Instrument cleaning should happen at home – not during rehearsal!

4.  Play your instrument only!

5.  If you don’t have your instrument:

-If it’s being repaired, bring a note from your parents or Music World.


-If you forgot it, you will go to last chair and be given a written assignment.

6.  Leaving class


-Chairs, stands, and the floor must be tidy before you are released.

-You are dismissed when Mrs. Sanchez releases you (and NOT at the bell).

	Procedure for discipline problems:

1. Warning and Participation grade lowered;

2. Parent contact and D-Hall assigned (minor infractions)

3. Principal referral (major infractions)
4. Removal from class


Other Important Information

1.  Instrument and Music Storage

-Store only your instrument and music in the Band Cubby assigned to you


-I suggest writing your name on the end of your case so you can easily identify it (and avoid 

mix-ups) 

2.  School issued equipment

-Must be returned in the same shape as you receive them


-Students will be charged for damaged/unreturned items

3.  Instrument Drop Off and Pick Up

-Morning Drop off: 8-8:15am – Enter the band room from the outside band door (on the east side of 

the school); Place your instrument/music in your cubby; Exit through the outside band 

door.   If you arrive early or late, there is no guarantee the door will be open/unlocked.


-Afternoon Pick Up: 3:20-3:40pm – Enter the band room through the hallway; Pick up your 

instrument/music from your cubby; Exit through the hallway.

4.  Only band students are allowed in the band room.  Have your friends wait for you outside!!!
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After payment of the $9.00 Uniform fee, students will be assigned a Highland Band uniform.

These suits cost over $150 each and must be cared for appropriately.  They must be hung up correctly after each wearing and will be kept in the school uniform closet at all times.  Special hangers and uniform bags are checked out by each student and are to be returned in the same condition received.  Students are responsible for additional cleaning bills if uniforms become dirty through neglect, abuse, or accident during the year.  If alterations are necessary, a seamstress should do them, in order to avoid damage.

1. Permission can be granted to take your uniform home for alterations, cleaning or pictures.  Please ask before doing so.

2. The appropriate cleaning method is from a Professional Dry Cleaner. (never a washer/dryer)

3. ALWAYS wear solid black socks, black band shoes, band shirt, and athletic shorts underneath your uniform.

4. Hang the uniform neatly on the hanger supplied to insure proper creasing and pressing.

5. Never cut the uniform when altering!  Please do not use iron-on hem tape for hemming, as it cannot be altered for the next person wearing the uniform.  Pants should be hemmed correctly, so they will not be walked on, which causes damage to the bottom of the pants.

6. Do not carry shoes/books in the bag.  The bags are not strong enough to hold that much weight.
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All rules and policies of the Hobbs Municipal Schools apply to Band Members on trips.  Violations of these policies will be handled as outlined in the Student Handbook.

1. Each student will turn in a signed and notarized Travel and Medical Form and Code of Conduct Forms 

    (yellow forms on back of this Handbook) must be on file by August 31. 

2. Only Highland Band Members, school personnel, and our chaperones are allowed on our buses.

    Students ride on an assigned bus for each trip (in the case where two buses are used).

3. Students may return home with a parent if they have arranged to do so PRIOR to the trip, as outlined

    in the School Handbook.  A note from the parent and signed by the principal must be provided to Mrs. Sanchez 
    before departure on the trip and PERSONAL CONTACT made by the parent with Mrs. Sanchez at time of pick-up.

4. Students are required by State Law to remain seated while bus is in motion.  The heads and arms of all

    students must remain inside the bus at all times, for their protection.

5. Departure times are important to all involved: bus driver, sponsors and all students.

6. Loud noises and/or foul language will not be tolerated.  A high degree of respect will be shown to drivers and 

    sponsors at all times.  NO singing is allowed on buses.

7. No food, drink or snacks of any kind are allowed on Highland Buses.  No trash on floor = no extra

    work when we get home.  Smoking and alcoholic beverages are not allowed. See Code of Conduct.
8. No windows or doors can be opened/closed without the permission of the bus driver.

9. Students should stay seated upon arrival, to await instructions.

10. At the end of the trip, all students must clean up their area of the bus and make sure all music, equipment, and 

      personal belongings are off of the bus.

11. Ipods/MP3 players will be allowed on the bus only if you use headphones.  Take at your own risk!
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The more you put into your Band experience, the more you will get out of it.  To perform our best, we form a team.  Encourage each other, help each other, and support each other to maximize your results and make the best friends for the remainder of your school years and beyond.  Give it your best and you will be rewarded with a wonderful experience to remember always.  Congratulations on choosing to enrich your life with MUSIC!

HOBBS MUNICIPAL SCHOOLS DRUG.ALCOHOL POLICY
For Athletics and/or Activities

A student involved in extracurricular activities may not use or have possession of drugs or alcohol (actual or constructive) at any
time during the school year. The school year is interpreted as the first day of fall practice through the last day of school. The
term constructive is defined as being in the company of or any person who is involved in the sale, distribution, transportation,
use of, or possession of alcoho! or illegal drugs.

INFRACTIONS AT SCHOOL, ON SCHOOL TRIPS, OR DURING HOURS OF THE SCHOOL DAY
FIRST VIOLATION: Will result in automatic dismissal from the team/activity for the period set forth by the New Mexico Activities
Association, and school discipline measures.
SECOND VIOLATION: Same as below.

INFRACTIONS AWAY FROM SCHOOL
FIRST VIOLATION: The student will not be eligible for any extracurricular activities for FIFTEEN SCHOOL DAYS. The punish-
ment will begin the Monday of the first competition. He/She will also meet with P.D.A.P. and receive counseling (for which
documentation must be provided to the Athletic/Activities Director) before student is released, and any extra punishment the
Head Coach/Director wishes to impose. The student may participate in practice during this fifteen day time period.
SECOND VIOLATION: Will result in the student becoming ineligible to participate in any activities for 365 DAYS from date of
offense. If a student is an underclassman the suspension will carry over into the next school year if not completed within the
current school year.
